The Museum comprises of eight sites across Wales and collections range from Social and Cultural history, Fine and Applied Art to natural science collections.  In total, the Museum is responsible for 4.7 million objects and specimens.

The Museum is looking to appoint a Conservator – Geological Collections who will be based in the Geology Department at National Museum Cardiff. The purpose of the role is to ensure that the Museum’s geological collections are appropriately conserved to maximise their accessibility and ensure their long-term preservation; this will involve both preventive and remedial conservation. A priority for the postholder will be to undertake a condition survey of the mineral collection.

Candidates should hold a relevant degree, and be able to demonstrate a sound knowledge of both geology and conservation and collection care, either by qualification or work-based experience. An underpinning knowledge of chemistry would be desirable as would experience of devising and implementing programmes of work.
