At Charles Cross
roundabout (bombed out church) take 1st exit.

Turn immediately left up hill past police station and
turn left onto Regent Street, then 3 right on to
Tavistock Place. Library and Museum are on the
left.

If travelling down North Hill, turn left onto Gibbon
Street immediately after the University pedestrian
crossing. Then right into Tavistock Place.

BY RAIL

From Plymouth railway station on foot, follow signs
to the University and the Museum. 5-10 mins walk.
